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I was born in a poor and less educated family in the Kandahar province of
Afghanistan. As my father had gotten a bit of education and knew the value and
importance of knowledge, he supported and encouraged me to go to school,
although he received low wages from being a shopkeeper. I was enough lucky, like
a few other Afghan children who went to school.

When I was nine years old, the US and coalition forces invaded Afghanistan and
we were forced to leave our country for Pakistan as refugees. After the new
government formed in Afghanistan, according to the Bonn conference, we
returned to our country. The first years of the new established government were
good but later got worse. The insecurity, unemployment and corruption spread
across the country. But besides that there was some developments in
infrastructure, education and women’s involvement in governmental
departments.

For almost 21 years, the entire period of the government passed with bad
memories and adventures. Every day we witnessed and heard about explosions,
killings, robbery's, kidnap etc., on the news. Everyone in the country infected with
mental problems by hearing and observing such horror incidents.

I have lots of things to mention about my 29 years of life spent in Afghanistan. As a
child, I had the right to be grown up in a peaceful situation but I could not. As a
human, I was worthy to live in humanity and independence which I could not
either. As a Muslim, Islam has allowed us to be safe and live without horror but
our entire lives were full of terror. Due to its location in the heart of Asia and
having precious gems, mines and the best weather, Afghanistan should have been
a developed country with a strong economy. But unfortunately it has not been due
to the terrorism cores operating inside it, posed by its disloyal neighbour countries,
to keep their interests, illegally, through supporting extremists and terrorism,
although having the same cultures and religion to each other, using the ignorance
of Afghans for the implementation of disunity between them.

I should say with the collapse of the government of Afghanistan by the Taliban, we
lost everything, the achievements of 21 years, including women and human’s
rights, developments in education and our brave army who gave much sacrifices
for their soil. My 29 years of life was just a waste of time in the war-torn country
called Afghanistan. I experienced bad adventures and memories my whole life.
When I compare my country to other countries, I really regret and cry for that. We
Afghans are the unluckiest people on the earth. Ignorance is the main reason why
we are still underdeveloped. And that is the key source of whole disasters we
always face and struggle with.
